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Network Element Administration

PolyView enables you to configure network elements globally. When you select a network element
and invoke the Configuration File Editor, you can specify several parameter values that will affect the
element you chose and its sub-elements.

The parameters you can configure include the following:

e Number of SNMP polling threads — the data collector uses multiple threads to poll the Network
Elements. The Administrator can configure a higher number of threads for higher throughput, the cost
is CPU and Ethernet capacity.

® Database name — the name of the PolyView database.

® How many days the database will retain Performance Monitoring data — the default is 90 days, the
maximum is 720 days.

® The polling interval for PM data
® The polling interval for static data (data that does not change regularly)

® The polling interval for dynamic data (data that changes often)

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Downloading Software

Software downloads for Ceragon IDUs and ODUs can be performed via PolyView. Downloads can
be performed hierarchically, meaning that when an element is selected, you can specify that all of its
sub-elements will also be included in the download.

For software downloads, PolyView activates Ceragon’s RDA (Remote Download Application).
RDA is a user-friendly, Windows-based application that enables software installation and upgrade for

FibeAir system components. The application performs software downloads for both the local and
remote sides of the link.

Using RDA, sofware upgrades for IDUs and ODUs in the system are performed quickly and without

the effort required for a visit to the remote side of the link. In addition, remote download service
provides a quick solution to software-related faults.

The Download Process

RDA lets you select the elements in the system that you want to include in the download.
The RDA process involves four steps that you are guided through.

Each step covers a different aspect of the software download definition.
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When invoked, the application prompts you to specify the files that are to be downloaded for each
software component.

RDA uses the TFTP (Trivial File Transfer Protocol) Server to connect between the remote FibeAir
system and the local computer. The Server IP is specified in the first step of the RDA process.

In this step of the process, the SNMP Communities are defined as well.
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In the second step of the RDA process, components in the link are selected for software download.

You can load a list of link components from a text file if one was prepared, and you can save the
current list that appears in the window.
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Step 3 of the RDA process lets you set up a software download schedule.

You can have the download start at the time you specify, or start immediately.
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Step 4 is the final step in the RDA process. In step 4, you activate the software download.

The software you specifed is downloaded to the system elements you selected, according to the
schedule you defined.
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
